Feng Shui is not a recent New Age religion, mysterious sect of psychology and
despite the fact that it has become part of popular culture, Feng Shui is not a
fashionable concept. With roots in China dating back about 5,000 years it is a
metaphysical science through which we tap into the cosmic energy flow, to balance
all aspects of life.
